Compliance with these and other relevant
regulations and laws, ensures that students are both responsible and accountable for their practice.

I Knowledge, understanding and compliance with Australian law and professional regulations, facilitates
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and tactile acuity. The capacity to undertake these tasks to an appropriate degree is necessary to ensure
accurate clinical assessment and intervention without compromising psychometric properties, and client
safety.
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
